Electoral (Voter Registration) (Amendment) Regulations, 2022
(No. 1)

ITishereby notified that the Zimbabwe Electoral Commission, in
terms of section 192 of the Electoral Act [Chapter 2:13] has, with the
approval of the Minister of Justice, Legal and Parliamentary Affairs,
made the following regulations: —

1. These regulations may be cited as the Electoral (Voter
Registration) (Amendment) Regulations, 2022 (No. 1).

2.TheElectoral (Voter Registration) Regulations,2017,published
in Statutory Instrument 85 of 2017 (hereinafter referred to as the
principal regulations), is amended in section 9 by the insertion, before
“The Chief Elections Officer *“ of “For the purposes of polling at a
polling station and for use at a polling station by the electoral officers,”.

3. The principal regulations is amended in section 12—

(a) by the repeal of subsection (2) and the substitution of —
“(2) The cost of —

(a) an electronic copy of the voter’s roll shall
be as follows—
(i) polling station .. . ten(10)United
States dollars;

(ii) ward . . . . .. fifteen (15) United
States dollars;

(iii) constituency . . . . . .. fifty (50)
United States dollars;

(iv) provincial .. .. . .onehundred
and fifty (150) United States
dollars;

(v) national . . ... . two hundred

(200) United States dollars;

(b) ahard copy of a monochrome copy of
the voters roll shall be one (1) United
States dollars per page of the national
votersroll,apolling station votersroll a
ward voterroll or a constituency voters
roll, whichever one is sought.
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(2A) The fees are payable in Zimbabwe local
currency at the official market rate.

(b) by the repeal of subsection (4) and the substitution of —

“(4) (1) The cost of an electronic copy of a
map shall be as follows—

(a) pollingarea. . . . twenty (20)
United States dollars;

(b) ward . . . . twenty-five (25)
United States dollars;

(c) constituency . . . . thirty (30)
United States dollars;

(d) provincial . . . . sixty (60) United

States dollars;

(e) national . . . . onehundredand
fifty (150) United States dollars.

(2) The fees are payable in Zimbabwe local
currency at the official market rate.
